Summary/Purpose

Seeking the allocation of funds to cover costs associated with cleanup in the La Crosse River Marsh.
Additionally, contingency funds would cover the costs to continue current security measures
through Dec 31st, 2024. Lastly, contingency funds would cover two additional security staff
members at Burns Park and Cameron Park twelve hours/day, seven days/week, for twelve weeks.

Background

Due to the amount required for security and cleanup, additional funds are needed as the cost for
these services would fall outside of what can be covered by the departments operating budget.
