Summary/Purpose

The purpose of this legislation is to approve the conditional partial vacation of 12th Street to facilitate redevelopment.

The owner of several parcels along the east side of 12th St is requesting the vacation of the east 33' to accommodate new housing and
parking. Existing water and sewer utilities would be relocated to the west side of 12th St remaining within the public right-of-way. The
west 33' of 12th St shall be reconstructed to provide two-way vehicular traffic and turn-around space with no parking and public sidewalk
on only the west side.

Background

The owner of lands adjacent to the 12th Street right-of-way has requested the partial vacation thereof. The request was approved by the
Board of Public Works, 11/18/2024.
