Summary/Purpose

To pass a Resolution authorizing the request of reimbursement of funds from bonds issued by the Clean Water Fund Loan Program, for the
Sanitary Sewer Hagar and Pammel Creek lift stations projects.

Background

The City of La Crosse has passed Resolutions previously for application and potential reimbursement of Clean Water and Safe Drinking
Water funds for the La Crosse Street, South Avenue, and Highway 16 Water Main projects. Borrowing through the State of Wisconsin

Environmental Improvement Fund helps local utilities make projects affordable with low-interest rates on long-term loans. Some projects
may be eligible for principal foregiveness, which further reduces impact to the community.
