Background

Chapter 113 of the Code provides for review of plats/certified survey maps for subdivision purposes and authorizes a review fee.
Sec. 101-3 of the Code provides for review of certified survey maps for lot splits or alterations but is silent whether it includes lands in the
City's extraterritorial jurisdiction or a review fee; however, it has been procedure to require both.
