Background

This Climate Action Plan is an update to the 2009 Strategic Plan for Sustainability. It supports the Common
Council's resolution to be carbon neutral by 2050 as well. The Common Council designated funding for the plan
in 2021, the steering committee selected a consultant, and the yearlong planning process is complete. A draft
of the CAP was shared with Council members in October and included direction for submitting comments.
