Summary/Purpose

Approve the 2023 Action Plan for CDBG and HOME funding through HUD. The City is required to
develop an action plan, publish it for public comment, hold a public hearing and approve the plan
for spending these federal funds.

Background

Every 5 years the city develops a Consolidated Plan that directs the spending of CDBG and HOME
funds for the next 5 years. This action plan is year 4 of the current 2020-2024 Consolidated Plan.
Each year within the Consolidated Plan, the city must develop and approve an Action Plan that is
specific for the next 12 months. This plan must be approved by council prior to submission to HUD.
