Summary/Purpose

The 2022 Action Plan included $250,000 of CDBG funding to support child care or early learning
businesses. Since this plan was approved, the City committed $2 million of ARPA funding to this
purpose. ARPA funding is more flexible to use than CDBG for this purpose. The City has also
prioritized housing as one of the most critical needs. Therefore, staff is requesting we move this
funding from business assistance for child care to affordable housing.

Background

The City anticipates 2 LIHTC projects for affordable housing to create 280 new housing units. In an
effort to support these projects, staff is requesting to move these funds through a substantial
amendment to the 2022 Action Plan.
