Summary/Purpose
The purpose of this resolution is to increase the number of members serving on the Climate Action

Plan Steering Committee (CAPSC) from five to seven.

Background

The Common Council adopted the Climate Action Plan (CAP) in January 2023 and tasked the CAPSC with its
implementation. The plan contains 41 strategies that are supported by 281 actions to be taken over 8 years.
The planning process included a CAP Team of about 50 citizens, so there is a ready pool of potential candidates.
