Background

The Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee wants to update the 2012 Bicycle and Pedestrian Master
Plan. The City received a Transportation Alternatives Program Grant from the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation to reimburse up to 80% of the project costs.
