The purpose of this legislation is to approve a lease extension for five years to The Hunger Task Force at 825 and 900 Kane Streets to

continue the Kane Street Community Garden.

Background

From The Hunger Task Force's website:
"The Hunger Task Force Kane Street Community Garden was established in 1998, and produces, on average, 30,000 pounds of fresh,

organically-grown vegetables each year. Garden produce is given away FREE to the community on harvest nights. The Garden is located on

the corner of Kane and St. Cloud Streets on the North side of La Crosse. Under the direction of the garden staff, hundreds of volunteers

assist with planting, weeding, and harvesting each season. "

The lease would allow the community garden to continue on this site on city-owned property.

None. This lease payment would cover stormwater invoices. The tenant pays water invoices directly.
