Summary/Purpose

To add necessary additional funds required for construction projects let by WisDOT and the City of La Crosse.

Background

As part of the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP), La Crosse was awarded grant funds for a signal replacements, left turn lane
offsets, and RRFB installation at various locations. The original timelines were delayed after the pandemic, and bid prices came in
significantly higher than original estimates. The decision was made to not lose the grant funding and proceed with the projects, knowing

that any additional funds would have to be covered by the City. This Resolution allocates additional funding to the Annual Traffic Signal
Replacement Program (#761) to cover additional needs.
