Summary/Purpose

Challenges with building on a historic landfill and lifting the building out of the flood way have created additional costs in making the
sidewalks and the building ADA compliant.

Background

The department's approach at Carroll Park is to build the city's first multi-use athletic complex. This started with adding the North and South
Fields and now we are at the completion of the project with replacing the old bathrooms with new bathrooms and a small concession stand.
This building will help the City of La Crosse generate more tourism through state and national tournaments along with providing residents

with a functional place to spend their leisure time. We are going to be asking for $127,000.00 out of the ARPA funding base to help get this
project over the finish line.

Fiscal Impact

Based on the bids from February 2024 an additional $127,000.00 would allow the project to have enough funding to award.
