Summary/Purpose

The Fire Department is currently using this building for storage and has identified this property as the best fit for this purpose of speciality
team equipment during the planned remodel of Station 3 in summer/fall of 2025.

Since the property was previously declared surplus and has not yet been sold, the recommendation is to rescind the declaration to notify
the public that it is not currently for sale.

Background

This property was declared surplus by the Council. After an unsuccessful sale process, the Fire Department has continued to use this
property for storage and has realized that this space will continue to be needed, especially during the expected remodel of Station 3.

Eventually this property will again be declared surplus after it is no longer needed and the Fire Department will work with the Planning

Department on that process. Simultaneously the Planning Department is working on an update to the surplus land sale policy which will also
be presented to the Council for approval in the coming months.

Fiscal Impact

Unbudgeted maintenance costs and utility fees to keep the property operational as a storage for equipment/maintenance.
