Summary/Purpose

Commonwealth requested full amount of development funds for the conversion of Lincoln Middle to 51 units.

Cinnaire requested the full amount of development funds and $125k in supportive services for 45 total units - 25 new and 20 existing.
Karuna requested $400k in development funds and $200k in supportive services to purchase 2 buildings, each with 12 units.

Habitat requested $500k for 5 units.

La Crosse County requested the full amount in supportive services.

Background

The City of La Crosse was awarded HOME ARP funds with the goal of reducing homelessness through
the development of affordable housing paired with supportive services and prevention.

Fiscal Impact

Staff Recommendation

Staff recommendation is to split development funds between Cinnaire and Commonwealth
development projects and make the HOME ARP contingent on WHEDA LIHTC award.

The recommendation for supportive services is to award $125,000 to Cinnaire and the remainder to
La Crosse County
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
