	Summary/Purpose: The purpose of this ordinance is to deregulate off-street parking requirements. All off-street parking requirements to meet ADA accessibility will still have to be met.  
	Background: The Neighborhood Revitalization Commission (NRC) started the discussion to deregulate off-street parking requirements in 2020. The final report of the "Downtown Parking Study Update & Analysis of Expanded Areas" was completed in July 2020. This study provided data on the four busiest areas of the city and illustrated that at peak times they had never reached parking occupancy capacity.  The NRC then explored the possibility of deregulating off-street parking in commercial and multi-family developments. In 2022, the NRC put an ordinance forward to the Common Council to remove off-street parking requirements in non-residential areas, which was adopted. Over the last six months, the NRC has again explored reducing or removing off-street parking requirements in residential areas. After research and discussion, the NRC has voted to move forward with an ordinance removing all off-street parking requirements for residential areas.
