Summary/Purpose

Updates various sections of Ch. 34 and Ch. 44 of the Code of Ordinances to: incorporate e-bikes and e-scooters, align with current state
laws and regulation, eliminate redundancies and consolidate language, add and/or clarify definitions, amend restrictions for bicycle and/or

other non-motorized vehicle use. A one-page legislation summary titled "Legislation Guide: Chapter 34, Article Ill and Chapter 44, Article VI

Background

The City's ordinances did not address the current use of e-bikes and e-scooters. In addition, the current code contained antiquated and
ambiguous language and had not been updated in quite some time. This made enforcement and education more difficult and confusing.
As such, the City's Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC) requested review and updates to the City's ordinances. This

legislation was drafted to incorporate e-bikes and e-scooter use into the City's Municipal Code and amend some current restrictions and
regulations on bicycle and other non-motorized vehicle use.
