Summary/Purpose

The purpose of this resolution is to reduce the number of members serving on the Human Rights
Commission (HRC) from eight to seven.

Background

Prior to 2016, there were seven members on the HRC. Over the next two years, membership changed back and
forth between eight and seven. The HRC settled on eight members, with a council member serving on the
commission. With this ordinance change, a common council member would still serve on the HRC--it would just
reduce the number of citizen members. As of this reporting, there are two vacancies, so nobody would be cut.
