Background

The City receives funds from the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) through the Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) and HOME Investment Partnership programs. Every five years, the City must complete a Consolidated Plan to identify
community needs and outline strategies for allocating federal funds. The purpose of the 5-Year Strategic Plan is to address issues and

establish priority needs. The Action Plan servers as a detailed, annual roadmap that implements the goals established in the Consolidated
