Summary/Purpose

This resolution is an annual action required for the La Crosse Regional Airport restaurant operator, Tailwind Hospitality, Inc, to attain its
license to sell alcohol.

Background

In 2014, Tailwind Hospitality, Inc (formerly Oakwells Commuter Rail, LLC), doing business as Arrowhead Taphouse entered into an
agreement to operate the restaurant and gift shop in the terminal at the La Crosse Regional Airport. The sale of alcoholic beverages is
allowed under the agreement. In order for the operator to receive a license to sell alcoholic beverages, the City must designate them a
concessionaire.
