Summary/Purpose

The City of La Crosse designates Downtown Mainstreet, Inc. as the concessionaire for the sale of intoxicating liquors and fermented malt

beverages at the La Crosse Center for the time period July 1, 2026, through June 30, 2029. The City of La Crosse cannot issue itself a license
to sell/distribute alcohol.

Background

For approximately the past 36 years the City of La Crosse has entered into a Concession Agreement for the sale of intoxicating liquors and

fermented malt beverages at the La Crosse Center; This would be the third agreement with Downtown Mainstreet as the concessionaire at
the La Crosse Center.

Fiscal Impact

510,000 paid from the Center's Beer and Liquor Concession Account shall be paid and approved by the La Crosse Center Board annually.
